Roofing Replacement Project 2018...

Due to extensive water damage, we have replaced all our flat roofs in 2016. Further investigations into
the continued water leakage in the church itself have revealed that they are due to extensive cracks in our
Marley tile peaked roof which is now 30 years old. As a result, the complete replacement of the peaked roof
including extra insulation and new skylights was recommended. This will begin in the next few weeks and should
be completed by the end of June. We will also be replacing the lighting of the cross on the peak of our roof.
Due to the difficulty in accessing the roof, we have opted to use long lasting synthetic slate shingles. Three
roofing companies tendered their bids for this project, and the contract was awarded to Semple Gooder
Roofing Corporation at a cost of $653,248 (plus GST). As announced in our February Annual Financial Report
this cost will be paid from our funds currently on deposit with the Archdiocese. ©We apologize for any
inconvenience or disruption during the construction period and will keep you posted about our progress.
