Roofing Project Update...

We thank Semple Gooder Roofing Company for their good work on the replacement of the peaked
roofs thus far. We are almost half-way to our projected completion date in early July - weather permitting! The
good news is that the roof deck (below the old roof) is in good shape, the bad news is that we found extensive
evidence of an infestation of squirrels that had made their nests and passageways in the old roof...contributing
to the water damage that we have seen in recent years! In the coming weeks you should be able to see the
application of the new roofing shingles (midnight black synthetic slate) in place on top of expanded insulation
and new skylights. Through your generosity over the past years, we have been able to pay for this project from
our funds on deposit with the Archdiocese of Toronto.
