Family of Faith Update… 
We continue to be grateful for the generosity of our parishioners whose Campaign donations and 

pledges total almost $1.5 million. This money has helped to provide resources for parishes, investments in youth 
ministry, campus chaplaincy programs and restoration work at St. Michael’s Cathedral.  We will retain our share 
of $645,000 here at the parish to offset the cost of our 2015 parking expansion/Glen Erin Drive access project.  

 As of June 30, 2018, we have collected just over $960,000 (our parish goal) in pledges and have 
retained 25% or $240,000.  Above this goal amount, we will retain 75% of each dollar collected so we are 
especially grateful for your completion of existing pledge amounts!
