Pope Francis and Archbishop Francis Leo has asked
the Faithful to renew the Act of Consecration to the
Immaculate Heart of Mary on the Solemnity of the
Annunciation of the Lord. Due to the date of Holy
Week and Easter, this year’s feast has been moved
from its usual date of March 25 to Monday April 8.

Brother Guy is an American research astronomer,
physicist, religious brother, director of the Vatican
Observatory, and President of the Vatican

persists a seemingly widespread notion that religious
faith and empirical science must, by necessity, be in
conflict. Properly understood, science and religion are
not in conflict but act as fruitful partners in a healthy
dialogue that seeks the truth of the fullness of human
experience. Placing biological evolution in dialogue
with the Christian theology of creation, we will
examine the wisdom and beauty of the dance of
science and faith. The retreat facilitator is Fr John
McCarthy, S.J. Fr. John McCarthy joined the Society of
Jesus in 1983 and holds advanced degrees in
Theology, a PhD in Boreal Forest Ecology, a Masters in
Soil Science, and a BSc in Forest Tree Biology. He is the
author of Do Monkeys Go to Heaven? Finding God in
All Creation (Novalis 2015) and Do Monkeys Go to
Heaven 2.0: More Reflections on Finding God in All
Creation (Novalis 2017). This is a Silent Retreat for
